Chassis Design, constructing a car

CHASSIS DESIGN
What is a chassis?  A chassis of a car is its main structural skeleton that holds everything together.  If this part is not strong then the car would just break.  It’s kind of like your bones that hold everything together.  What do you think would happen if we didn’t have any bones?
Chassis has to be rigid and when engineering LEGO cars they are usually rectangular in shape.
Pass out worksheets now.
Here the worksheets that show different ways to build a car chassis.  
CHALLENGE OF THE DAY – Build 3 different sized chassis and put wheels on them.  Chassis must pass instructors inspection.  They must be rigid and the wheels need to spin freely
- Build there own unique chassis.

After students finish their chassis design, they can now start trying to build a rubber band powered car if they want.  These concepts will be covered in the next class.
